19. Assessment methods:

At the end of the course, a written exam is conducted in the form of a multiple-choice test.The assessment methods
include pre-exam activities and test results.The test carries a total of 90 points. To pass the exam, it is necessary to
obtain at least 55 points.Participation and activity during lectures are graded with a maximum of 10 points.If a
student fails to achieve the minimum number of points on the test conducted during the semester (as part of the pre-
exam requirements), the test must be retaken as a final exam during the next regular examination period.

10 (A) - exceptional performance with no errors or only minor mistakes, 95-100 points
9 (B) - above average, with a few mistakes, 85-94 points

8 (C) - average, with noticeable mistakes, 75-84 points

7 (D) - generally good, but with more significant shortcomings, 65-74 points

6 (E) - meets the minimum criteria, 55-64 points

5 (F, FX) - does not meet the minimum criteria, less than 55 points
