15. Course aims:

To enable understanding of pharmaceutical practice realized through the provision of pharmaceutical care. To
deepen and integrate knowledge and skills for the systematic implementation of pharmaceutical care. To develop
problem-solving skills related to pharmaceutical practice. To prepare students for the upcoming professional training
process.

16. Learning outcomes:

Upon completion of the course, the student is expected to be able to: Comprehensively understand different aspects
of pharmaceutical practice; Describe the components of the therapeutic relationship with the patient and understand
the patient's individual therapeutic experience; Analyze pharmacotherapy, identify therapeutic problems, and
develop a pharmaceutical care plan; Argue the pharmacist's role in the self-medication process; Understand and
implement the procedure for reporting adverse drug reactions.

17. Course content:

-Lectures: Introduction to pharmaceutical care and course structure, Public health, Pharmacovigilance, Dispensing
prescription medications, Rational phytotherapy in pharmaceutical practice, Regulation of herbal medicines and
dietary supplements, Palliative care, Oncological pharmacy, Dermatopharmacy, Social and behavioral aspects of
pharmaceutical care, Professional training. Reporting adverse effects, Over-the-counter medications, Self-medication
in pharmacy practice, Application of inhalers in respiratory diseases, Practical aspects of providing pharmaceutical
care.
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18. Learning methods:

Lectures, seminar works.

19. Assessment methods:

Test I, Test I, Partial Exam I, Partial Exam II, and Final Exam. Knowledge assessment and skills acquisition are carried
out through continuous knowledge verification, colloquiums (or quizzes), partial exams, and the final exam. Written
forms of knowledge assessment are used in the exams: test, essay, test with questions requiring the entry of answers.
During each form of knowledge verification, the student receives a certain number of points. To pass a test, it is
necessary to score at least 60% of the points.
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20. Assessment components:

Student's performance is continuously monitored throughout the course and is expressed in points.

The final grade of a student after all planned forms of assessment is evaluated and graded as follows:
10 (A) - 95-100 - outstanding performance without errors or with minor errors

9 (B) - 85-94 - above the average, with some errors

8 (C) - 75-84 - average, with noticeable errors

7 (D) - 65-74 - generally good, but with significant shortcomings

6 (E) - 55-64 - meets the minimum criteria

5 (F, FX) <55 - does not meet the minimum criteria
