To acquaint students with the production of cosmetic preparations with a special purpose (for the treatment of

psoriasis, seborrhea, acne, etc.).

16. Learning outcomes:

Students will be trained in the production of cosmetics with special purposes.

Through workshops, students will learn to assess
the condition of the skin and identify the most common inflammatory conditions of the skin.Based on the
presentation of cases from practice that will be done in the last weeks of the semester, students will repeat the
material covered and check the level of acquired knowledge.

19. Assessment methods:

Seminar paper: during the semester, students present their seminar papers at agreed times.

The final exam will be held after the completed semester. It includes checking knowledge about certain types of
cosmetic products, as well as adverse reactions to cosmetic preparations. The exam is in the form of a written test.
