15. Course aims:

Acquaintance of students with the factors that determine the choice of medicine and that contribute to the 
optimization of therapy in different clinical situations, as well as ways of making, preparing and correcting doses for 
special groups of patients.

16. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester, students will know the formulations intended for special groups of patients, the ways of 
making and preparing medicines for special groups of patients. Students will learn the basic clinical aspects of various 
pathological conditions and physiological variables of patients that determine optimal therapy.

17. Course content:

Use of drugs in the pediatric population/in the elderly/in people with liver and kidney diseases/in palliative care 
(dose adjustment, acceptability, production of pharmaceutical preparations, tests and characterization methods);
Clinical aspects and optimization of endocrine disorders therapy; Clinical aspects and optimization of infectious 
therapydiseases; Clinical aspects and optimization of therapy of rheumatic diseases; Clinical aspects and optimization 
of therapyneurological disorders; Clinical aspects and optimization of the therapy of psychiatric disorders.
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18. Learning methods:

Lectures, exercises, seminar papers, group work, discussion, case study in groups.

19. Assessment methods:

Activity - through attendance at lectures, a student can earn 0-10 points 
Seminar paper - by creating and defending a seminar paper, a student can win 40 points 
The final exam - the knowledge check implies the consolidation of the entire material covered. The maximum number 
of points that a student can get on the final exam is 50, and 30 points are required to pass.
