Developing communication skills with patients and colleagues 
Training for work in a galenic laboratory 
Expanding previously acquired knowledge through practical work in a pharmacy 
Acquiring knowledge of pharmacy management and keeping official records 

HOSPITAL PHARMACY – Duration: 1 month 
Roles of a hospital pharmacist; pharmacotherapeutic groups of medicines most commonly or exclusively used in 
hospital treatment and their pharmaceutical forms; dressing and laboratory materials; preparation of all types of 
magistral and galenic formulations according to the pharmacopoeia or other recognized and valid regulations for 
hospital needs; ordering of medicines; dispensing medicines to hospital departments; administrative tasks related to 
the operation of the hospital pharmacy; ward visits (participation in medical rounds) – introduction to the role of a 
clinical pharmacist. 
COMMUNITY PHARMACY / HEALTHCARE INSTITUTION – Duration: 5 months 
Introduction to the organization of work in a pharmacy, the duties and responsibilities of pharmacists, and the basic 
principles of ethics and deontology; familiarization with the guidelines of Good Pharmacy Practice; mandatory 
professional literature, books, and manuals in the pharmacy; rules for disposal of pharmaceutical waste; system for 
ordering medicines and medical devices; preparation of magistral and galenic formulations; storage of medicines and 
active substances; dispensing of medicines and pharmacotherapeutic consultations – patient counseling on the use of 
medicines; procedure of emergency import; administrative tasks in the pharmacy.

Upon completion of Professional Practice II, students will be trained for independent work in a pharmacy, for keeping 
official records, and for preparing galenic and magistral formulations.Students will develop communication skills 
necessary for pharmacotherapeutic counseling of patients, which includes informing and advising patients about the 
effects and correct use of medicines, as well as monitoring the course and outcomes of therapy.They will also develop 
organizational skills important for both independent and teamwork.Students will be able to carry out activities 
related to the identification, understanding, assessment, and prevention of adverse drug effects and other issues 
related to their use (pharmacovigilance).

16. Learning outcomes:
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Communication with pharmacy staff and patients; daily use of professional literature (drug registries, 
pharmacopoeias, pharmacotherapeutic manuals, etc.).

After completing Professional Practice II, students take an Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE) to assess 
the skills and competencies acquired during the practice. The exam is conducted at the Faculty of Pharmacy.Each 
organized station presents the same questions or case scenario for all students. To pass exam, a student must achieve 
at least 55% correct answers. After completing all stations, the student receives a grade: 
Passed (colloquium completed) – if the student meets the requirements 
Not passed (colloquium not completed) – if the student does not meet the requirements.  
Students who do not pass must retake the OSCE exam.Passing the OSCE exam grants the student the right to defend 
the final thesis.
